#1277a. The stamps were for use on
post cards and letters within Sweden.
The stamps are inscribed “INRIKES
POST.”

The program continued with numer-
ous changes. The Inscription changed
to “PRIVATPOST” in 1981, the same
year that denominations were added. At
some point the stamps could also be
used to Denmark, Norway, Finland and
Iceland.
